CLASS SIZE
PPSD has a student to teacher ratio of 26:1
for general education in every school. Special
education self-contained has a student to
teacher ratio of 10:1 and special education
230-day has a 6:1 ratio.

ATHLETICS
PPSD recognizes the health benefits of
physical activity. Sports activities help students
gain a sense of self-confidence, belonging
and discipline.

TRANSPORTATION

There are 147 busses for the PPSD schools
and 6 buses for theTimes2 Charter School. Of
the 147 PPSD buses 27 are for tuition special
education students and 42 are for parochial
and private school students. Approximately
2,800 regular education high school students
receive monthly RIPTA bus passes based on
living more than three miles from the high
school. Special accommodations are made for
financial and/or medical hardships.
