The Providence School District is committed to providing high quality education for all students. Our high expectations were
rewarded with impressive test score improvements during 2008-2009. Despite these exciting gains, the purpose of this letter
is to inform you that your child’s school has been identified as a school “in need of improvement” by the Rhode Island
Department of Education (RIDE). Federal law known as No Child Left Behind (NCLB) requires RIDE to rate school
performance based on several targets including student achievement in English Language Arts and Mathematics, attendance
and test participation. For more information about the performance of your child’s school, please refer to the attached chart.

As a result of missing these targets, federal law requires that the Providence School District offer your family the opportunity
to transfer your child to a higher performing school. Attached please find the list of elementary schools that are available if
you choose to transfer your child. If you request a transfer and a seat becomes available anytime during the 2009-2010 school
year, you will be notified and will have the opportunity to transfer your child. Before requesting a transfer for your child, |
ask you to think about the following questions:

¢ How well do you think your child is doing in his or her current school?
¢ How satisfied are you with the overall performance of your child’s school?
¢ Have you discussed any concerns regarding your child’s school with the principal?

Please understand that the Providence School District receives more requests for student transfers than we are able to meet,
and completing the attached form will not guarantee that your child will be able to transfer to another school. If you are
unable or unwilling to transfer your child, your child may be eligible for free after-school tutoring services.

The Providence School District has a number of plans for increasing student achievement, including the improvement of
reading and math instruction, professional training for Providence teachers, and enhanced services to English Language
Learners.
