Providence public high schools will be holding outdoor graduation ceremonies from June 7-11 at
Conley Stadium, located behind Mt. Pleasant High School, according to the schedule below.
Rain dates for these events are June 12 and 13.

A number of health and safety precautions will be in effect to minimize the possibility of
spreading COVID-19. Invites will be capped at four guests per graduating senior, and guests
must register in advance with their contact information in case contract tracing is required in the
future. By attending, those invited agree to follow safety norms, which include checking in at the
gates, social distancing at the stadium site and attesting to having no COVID-symptoms. At this
writing, we are also requiring all attendees to wear masks out of an abundance of caution.

Regardless of their vaccination status, all attendees are encouraged to complete a rapid COVID-
19 test no more than 48 hours before the ceremony. As an additional precaution, school nurses
will offer all graduating seniors the option of rapid COVID tests approximately two school days
before graduation.

We look forward to honoring the achievements of the Class of 2021!

Como precaucion
adicional, las enfermeras/os en las escuelas ofreceran a todos los estudiantes de grado 12 que se
graduian la opcion de realizar pruebas rapidas de COVID aproximadamente dos dias escolares
antes de la graduacion.

Norms for Graduating Seniors and Guests
Classical High School Graduation
6:30 p.m., Monday, June 7 (weather permitting)

In order to ensure a safe and celebratory graduation, we ask that all seniors and their guests observe the following
norms:

e Due to space and safety factors, each graduating senior may invite up to four guests. Guests will be
required to RSVP with their full names and contact information in advance of the ceremony. You may
register your student and guests here: https://forms.gle/fgwvdFznabVyaKDc8.

e Parking at Conley Stadium is limited. Nearby Rhode Island College has graciously offered us the use of its
Parking Lot A on College Road (running perpendicular to Mt. Pleasant Avenue). A shuttle will be available
for those who may have difficulty walking from the lot to Conley Stadium.

e Please know that you may be directed to park there by staff.

e An earlier graduation ceremony for another high school has been scheduled for 4 p.m. on Tuesday-Friday,
June 8-11. To accommodate the earlier ceremony’s vehicle traffic, we suggest you refrain from parking on
site until 5:30 p.m.

e  Guests arriving at the event must line up for check-in by the gates near the stands and maintains six feet
of distance between groups of guests. During check-in, attendees must attest to being free of the
following symptoms: cough, fever and chills, muscle and body aches, headache, runny nose or stuffy nose,
sore throat, nausea or vomiting, diarrhea, fatigue, and/or recent loss of taste or smell. If an attendee
develops one of more of these symptoms during the event, they should immediately report it to an usher
and either leave the ceremony or, if that is not immediately possible, be escorted to the health tent in
order to isolate from others.

e  Providence Public Schools strongly recommends that all graduation attendees who are not fully
vaccinated against COVID-19 complete rapid COVID testing no later than 48 hours before the ceremony.
Additionally, graduating seniors who are not fully vaccinated are advised to take a PCR test 11 days before
the ceremony, so that if they test positive for COVID, they have time to isolate and recover before the
event. Any person who has tested positive for COVID-19 and is observing the mandatory isolation period
on graduation day must, by law, continue to isolate and cannot attend the ceremony.

e Ceremonies will take place outside. At this writing, all guests must agree to wear masks throughout the
event. Students will be able to take their masks off briefly after receiving their diploma in order to pose
for a professional photographer.

e  Guests will be seated in the stands. In order to maximize space and safety, guests who arrived together
should sit next to each other, but leave three to six feet of space between their group and the adjacent
group. Guests agree to remain in the stands for the entirety of the ceremony. At no time are guests are
allowed on the field or the track. Guests requiring wheelchairs, walkers or other mobility devices may
request in advance to sit in front of the stands in a designated area.

e  Graduation attendees must refrain from using noisemakers during the event and may not toss or throw
items, such as but not limited to confetti and beach balls. As a COVID-19 precaution, no food may be

served or consumed during the ceremony.

e |tisimportant that all safety precautions be strictly followed not only before and during the ceremony,
but immediately after the ceremony. Socializing on site, after the ceremony is over, puts non-vaccinated
people at risk. To avoid this, families will be asked to report to specific areas, depending on the first initial
of a senior’s last name, in order to pick up their graduate and promptly exit the premises.

Thank you for working with us to ensure that Providence Public School District is able to host an in-person
graduation for our graduates this year. Your attendance at the event means that you consent to these rules. In the
unlikely event that an attendee, upon prompting, refuses to follow one or more norms listed here, he or she may
be asked to leave the premises at any time.

If you have any additional concerns or questions, please contact your senior’s principal directly.

Normas para graduados e invitados
Graduacién de la Escuela Secundaria Classical
6:30 p.m., Lunes 7 de junio (si el clima lo permite)

Para garantizar una graduacion segura y festiva, pedimos que todos los graduados y sus invitados observen las
siguientes normas:

o Debido a factores de espacio y seguridad, cada graduado puede invitar hasta cuatro personas. Los
invitados deberan confirmar su asistencia con sus nombres completos e informacién de contacto antes de
la ceremonia. Puede registrar a su estudiante e invitados aqui: https://forms.gle/fqwvdFznabVyaKDc8.

e Estacionamiento en Conley Stadium es limitado. Rhode Island College, cerca del estadio, nos ha ofrecido
gentilmente el uso de su estacionamiento (Parking Lot A) en College Road (perpendicular a Mt. Pleasant
Avenue). Tenga en cuenta que el personal podria indicarle que se estacione alli. Habra un servicio de
transporte disponible para aquellos que tengan dificultades para caminar desde el estacionamiento hasta
el estadio Conley.

e Se ha programado una ceremonia de graduacion mas temprano para otra escuela secundaria a las 4 p.m.
de martes a viernes, del 8 al 11 de junio. Para acomodar al trafico de vehiculos de la ceremonia anterior,
le sugerimos que se abstenga de estacionarse en los lotes hasta las 5:30 p.m.

e Losinvitados que lleguen al evento deben hacer fila para registrarse junto a las puertas cerca de las
gradas y mantener una distancia de seis pies entre los grupos de invitados. Al registrarse, los asistentes
deben dar fe de no tener los siguientes sintomas: tos, fiebre y escalofrios, dolores musculares y
corporales, dolor de cabeza, secrecién nasal o congestion nasal, dolor de garganta, nduseas o vomitos,
diarrea, fatiga y / o pérdida del gusto o del olfato. Si un asistente desarrolla uno o mas de estos sintomas
durante el evento, debe informarlo inmediatamente al personal y retirarse de la ceremonia o, si esto no
es posible de manera inmediata, se le acompafiard a la carpa de salud para aislarse de los demas.

e Las Escuelas Publicas de Providence recomiendan firmemente que todos los asistentes a la graduacion
gue no estén completamente vacunados contra COVID-19 se realicen una prueba rapida de COVID a mas
tardar 48 horas antes de la ceremonia. Ademas, se recomienda a los graduados que no estén
completamente vacunados que se realicen una prueba de PCR 11 dias antes de la ceremonia, de modo
que, si dan positivo por COVID, tengan tiempo de aislarse y recuperarse antes del evento. Cualquier
persona que haya dado positivo por COVID-19 y esté observando el periodo de aislamiento obligatorio el
dia de la graduacion debe, por ley, continuar aislado y no puede asistir a la ceremonia.

e Las ceremonias se llevaran a cabo al aire libre. En el momento de escribir esta notificacion, todos los
invitados deben aceptar usar mascarillas durante todo el evento. Los estudiantes podran quitarse la
mascarilla brevemente después de recibir su diploma para posar para un fotégrafo profesional.

e Losinvitados se sentaran en las gradas. Para maximizar el espacio y la seguridad, los invitados que
llegaron juntos deben sentarse juntos, pero dejar de tres a seis pies de espacio entre su grupo y el grupo
adyacente. Los invitados aceptan permanecer en las gradas durante la totalidad de la ceremonia. En
ningln momento se permiten invitados en el campo o en la pista. Los invitados en sillas de ruedas,
andadores u otros dispositivos de movilidad pueden solicitar con anticipacion sentarse frente a las gradas
en un area designada.

e Los asistentes a la graduacién deben abstenerse de usar objetos que hagan ruido (matracas, silbatos, etc.)
durante el evento y no pueden tirar o lanzar articulos, como confeti y pelotas de playa, entre otros. Como
precaucion de COVID-19, no se puede servir ni consumir comida durante la ceremonia.

e Esimportante que se sigan estrictamente todas las precauciones de seguridad no solo antes y durante la
ceremonia, sino inmediatamente después de la ceremonia. Socializar en el lugar, una vez finalizada la
ceremonia, pone en riesgo a las personas no vacunadas. Para evitar esto, se les pedird a las familias que
se presenten en areas especificas, de acuerdo a la primera inicial del apellido del estudiante, para poder
recoger a su graduado y salir rapidamente de las instalaciones.

Gracias por su colaboracién para garantizar que el Distrito de Escuelas Publicas de Providence pueda organizar una
graduacion en persona para nuestros graduados este afio. Su asistencia al evento significa que acepta estas reglas.
En el caso poco probable de que un asistente, cuando se le solicite, se niegue a seguir una o mas de las normas
enumeradas aqui, se le puede pedir que abandone las instalaciones en cualquier momento.
