












  Although Scylla had no powers she had many advantages towards enemies because of all her tentacles and legs. 
   Scylla has six hideous heads placed on the ends of long flexible necks, each with three rows of sharp teeth, which she used to kidnap sailors. Her body had twelve tentacle-like legs, a cat's tail, and four snapping dog heads surrounding her waist. 
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Scylla lived in a cave and ate whatever came into her reach, including humans. 


According to ancient myths “iron” is very harmful to  Scylla and all gorgons.

“She first shows up in Ancient Greek art around 450 B.C. During the Renaissance (lasting from the 14th through 17th centuries A.D.) and slightly after, Scylla is a popular subject, showing up in works by Agostino Carracci, Salvator Rosa, Peter Paul Rubens, and in paintings done by two of the most popular pre-Raphaelite painters in the 19th century, John William Waterhouse and John Melhuish Strudwick”

Scyalla appears in the The Odyssey, a poem The Cassandra and a video game Smite.
