Address and Free Parking
The Rhode Island Convention Center is located at 1 Sabin Street in Providence. Free parking for
graduation ceremonies is available in the North Garage. After parking, please enter the Convention
Center using the Omni Hotel/RICC entrance. Families will receive a ticket during the graduation
ceremony that will allow you to exit the North Garage without paying a parking fee.

Health and Safety Protocols
A number of health and safety precautions will be in effect to minimize the possibility of spreading
COVID-19:

As of this writing, masks are recommended but not required for attendees.
o Masks will be provided at each graduation for guests who did not bring one.
o Providence Public Schools will continue to monitor public health conditions and advise if

masking policies change.

e Invitees will be capped at five guests per graduate.
