Grading

Grading in this course is based on practice and mastery. Major assignments will

be considered “summative” and will include projects, essays, and tests. Minor

assignments will be considered “formative” and will include classwork and

quizzes. Homework will be assigned most nights of the week and is due in class

the next day. The grading breakdown is as follows, and is subject to change as the

teacher sees fit.

● Summative Assessments (Projects, Essays, and Tests): 60%

● Formative Assessments (Quizzes, major classwork, Do Nows): 30%

● Homework (Checked at the beginning of class): 10%

Late Work

Late work will be accepted for 7 days after it is due.  Within the 7 day period,

students may stay after school.
